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Athenian pottery is prominent in classical archaeology.  This lecture discusses the potters 
who made it:  who they were, how and where they worked.  New discoveries in Athens, 
including material from the Agora, add significantly to our knowledge of the location of the 
Potters’ Quarter and the identity of potters in terms of ethnicity and gender.  Revisions are 
suggested for the topography of early Athens.
